Discovery 09 - 5 MEMBERS NEEDED NOW – We have been invited to a multilateral Youth exchange this summer (15th– 31st of July) in Norway.
We are allowed to send five people (16 – 25 years) including a group leader. This multilateral project is for 16 days and there will be participants from Gambia, Ghana, Iceland, Finland, Estonia, Latvia, Germany and obviously the UK.

The project will mainly be held at Nordfjord Fritidssenter in Stryn and Norsk Fjordhestgard in Breim, Norway. There will be an international workshop at Nordfjord Fritidssenter with an overnight excursion to the coastal area. The activities will have these topics; energy and renewable energy sources, ecological sustainable agriculture and North/South questions. 

The team will also visit the Nordic 4H camp where you will learn about how the 4H organization arranges international youth activities. You will get to meet with the Nordic 4H camp members (including our 20-strong team already going) and join the different committees arranging parts of the camp. 

The objectives of the tour are to increase the participation of youth in society in Europe and the rest of the world. The project will also develop the intercultural understanding of the youth involved.

Details on costs are limited at this time but it appears that there will be help with expenses. 

Canada Exchange - Spaces remain for the Canada 4H under 21s exchange which will take place in October 2009. The exchange is for 5 weeks and the member will be hosted by one state before flying to Toronto to meet the other delegates at the 4H conference.  The member must be willing to host their Canadian ‘twin’ in July; they will then spend their first week with them in Canada.  Members should be aged over 18 but under 21 on 1 January 2009.  Please encourage anybody who you think would be suitable and that would make a good ambassador for YFC.
